2. Editorial procedure
Papers must present scientific results that are
essentially new. All manuscripts are subject to
peer review.
Authors should submit their manuscripts elec-
tronically as postscript- or pdf-files to the edi-
tor of their choice. In addition to the electronic
submission one hardcopy of the manuscript
should be sent to the chief-editor. Please be
sure to include your e-mail address and your
fax number.

3. Manuscript preparation
General remarks
To help you prepare your manuscript,
Springer offers a template that can be used
with Winword 7 (Windows 95), 97, 2000 and
Word for Macintosh.

Abstract. Each paper must be preceded by an
abstract presenting the most important results
and conclusions.

Keywords. 4 to 6 keywords should be supplied
after the Abstract for indexing purposes.

Abbreviations should be defined at first men-
tion in the abstract and again in the main body
of the text and used consistently thereafter.
Footnotes should be avoided.
Appendices. If there is more than one ap-
pendix, they should be numbered consecu-
tively. Equations in appendices should be
designated differently from those in the main
body of the paper, e.g. (A1), (A2) etc. In each
appendix equations should be numbered
separately.
References. The list of References should only
include works that are cited in the text and that
have been published or accepted for publica-
tion. Personal communications should only be
mentioned in the text.
In the text, references should be cited by author
and year (e.g. Hammer 1994; Hammer and
Sjöqvist 1995; Hammer et al. 1993) and listed in
alphabetical order in the reference list.

Papers which have been accepted for publica-
tion should be included in the list of references
with the name of the journal and ‘‘in press’’.

Illustrations and Tables
Allfigures(photographs,graphsordiagrams)and
tables should be cited in the text, and each num-
bered consecutively throughout. Figure parts
should be identified by lower-case roman letters.
The placement of figures and tables should be
indicated in the left margin.
For submission of figures in electronic form
see below.
Line drawings. Please submit good-quality
prints. The inscriptions should be clearly legible.
Half-tone illustrations (black and white and
color). Please submit well-contrasted photo-
graphic prints with the top indicated on the
back. Magnification should be indicated by
scale bars.
Plates: Several figures or figure parts should be
grouped in a plate on one page.
Size of figures: The figures should either match
the width of the column (86 mm) or be 41 or 131

mm wide or 176 mm type area width. The
maximum length is 236 mm.
Figure legends must be brief, self-sufficient ex-
planations of the illustrations. The legends
should be placed at the end of the text.
Tables should have a title and a legend
explaining any abbreviation used in that table.
Footnotes to tables should be indicated by
superscript lower-case letters (or asterisks
for significance values and other statistical data).
For color illustrations the authors will be ex-
pected to make a contribution ( 485, US $ 534,
plus 16% VAT) towards the extra costs, irre-
spective of the number of color figures.

4. Electronic submission of final version
Please send only the final version of the article,
as accepted by the editors.

Preparing your manuscript
Text. This journal accepts either LaTeX or
Word documents. LaTeX: The electronic
version should include the original source
(including all style files and figures) and a
PostScript version of the compiled submission.

Illustrations
The preferred �gure formats are EPS for vector
graphics exported from a drawing program and
TIFF for halftone illustrations. EPS �les must
always contain a preview in TIFF of the �gure.
The �le name (one �le for each �gure) should
include the �gure number. Figure legends
should be included in the text and not in the
�gure �le.
• Scan resolution: Scanned line drawings should

be digitized with a minimum resolution of
800 dpi relative to the �nal �gure size. For
digital halftones, 300 dpi is usually suf�cient.

• Color illustrations: Store color illustrations as
RGB (8 bits per channel) in TIFF format.

• Vector graphics: Fonts used in the vector
graphics must be included. Please do not draw
with hairlines. The minimum line width is 0.2
mm (i.e., 0.567 pt) relative to the �nal size.
